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EU law requires customs to conduct border controls to enforce Union policies
and protect citizens. Under the Union Customs Code, restrictions on imports,
exports or transit goods may apply for reasons such as public security,
health, environmental protection, safeguarding cultural heritage, and
protecting intellectual and commercial property. See EU's integrated
prohibition and restriction list.

However, this is only the importing side — it is equally important to ensure you
can export, which is often even more challenging. Many trade barriers
imposed by other countries are listed in the Access2Markets database (see
here).

To complete our overview of what customs practitioners need to know, this
twelfth Summer Friday Pick explores restrictions, prohibitions and trade
barriers. We begin with licensing as a trade barrier and strategies to
overcome it, before moving on to issues such as pests in wooden products,
unsafe goods, and the challenges associated with used goods. We also
share compliance tips on EU CE marking.
